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REQUIRED COURSES

AH 320E Modern British Art and Design
This course is part of the regular BU London
curriculum but includes special requirements
for Courtauld students and is taken prior to
the beginning of the Courtauld fall term. This
course will fulfill the Art History major
requirement for a course in modern art.
(4cr)

AH 300E Frameworks for Interpretation:
Historiography and Display

This course builds upon students' first-hand
encounters with works of art to develop
critical thinking and introduce a more special-
ized investigation of art. (6 cr.)

ELECTIVE COURSE

Students choose one, 6-credit, 400-level
elective seminar in a specific period of the
history of Western art, selected from a
varying menu of options spanning antiquity to
the present day.

London Art History Program with the
Courtauld Institute of Art
