The African Studies Center is at 264 Bay State Road. 4th floor.
There are lots of varied directions on the BU website, http://www.bu.edu/visit/maps/, but none of them offers a simple, written version.
So here's a simple version:
 
By Car:
Get onto Storrow Drive.  Get off at Kenmore Square.  After you exit, bear hard right.  You are now on Bay State Road.  Go to the end.  At the end are a parking attendant’s booth and a parking lot.  Please ask the attendant for your pass, saying “African Studies”. Walk to our building, entering on the left or #264 side. Come up to the 4th floor.  The building is handicap accessible on the right side.

If you would like to request a parking pass from us, you may by paying $6 by cash or check made out to the African Studies Center. You can pay on the day you come, but we must have your reservation for a pass in advance. If you park without a pass, you may be towed. Just email Africa@bu.edu to request a pass.

  
By T: 

Take the B line to BU Central. When you get off, you’ll be facing a plaza across the street with a sculpture in the middle honoring Dr. King. Walk across the plaza. Our building is behind the plaza on the right. We’re facing the river.  It’s easiest if you enter on the left or #264 side of the building. The building is handicap accessible on the right side.
