d. Location(s) where research will be conducted and a timetable for the completion of the project. 

e. Summary budget (please also note any other grant applications submitted). If travel is involved, please be specific as to costs. 

f. Names of three individuals from whom you have requested letters of reference. Each such referee should be instructed to mail or fax the letter directly to AIAS at address below.
