1.  You can see and use animated tutorials that teach basic Mac operations (i.e., how to use a Mac) at <http://classes.berklee.edu/osx>.  Click "movie" or "practice" or "tips."  (Notice in that webpage's URL, the letters "osx" are typed in their lower-case form.)

2.  At <http://learningcenter.berklee.edu>, click "training sessions" in the left-hand column.  To download illustrated texts that teach specific software programs or basic Mac skills, click "Classes Offered."  The files that teach how to use a Mac laptop and how to use <my.berklee.net> are available there in Chinese, Japanese and Korean versions.

3.  At <http://learningcenter.berklee.edu>, click "training sessions" in the left-hand column.  To sign up (i.e., register yourself) for Mac classes that meet at the Learning Center for one or two hours, click "Schedule/Sign Up."

4.  If one of those training classes at the Learning Center isn't enough for you to learn laptop basics or a music software program, you can get an additional hour of private tutoring in that subject.  You can request a tutor who speaks Japanese, Korean, Mandarin or another language.  To schedule your private session, go to the supervisors' office at the Learning Center.

5.  For any one, two or three of my students, sessions of 30-60 minutes teaching any one of these three subjects: basic Mac operations, keyword searches of the WWW (using Google or another search engine) or ESL software.  We can meet any Monday or Wednesday between 6 and 8 PM, except during Add-Drop period.  When my office isn't convenient, you can choose a different location around Berklee if you bring a laptop.
