by using Telephone Calling Cards
The cards are sold in convenience stores (e.g., Store 24 near the 150 Bldg and Symphony Market near the 1140 Bldg) and other stores.  With a calling card, the cost of an international call is about ten cents a minute; there are different costs for calling different countries.  The cards cost $5, $10 and $20.  (Those are the amounts of calling credit that you can use.)  One student told me that you can buy a card at Arirang House (the Korean restaurant next door to the 168 Building) that charges one cent a minute for international calls.

 

Each company's card has different conditions, which are printed on the card and which you can read before you buy the card.  Some of them can't be used with a cell phone.  Some of them charge extra when they are used with a cell phone.  Most of them can't make a call TO a cellphone.  All of them expire after a certain time period that starts with the day of the first call that you make; each company's time period is different.  Some of them charge a maintenance fee that is bi-monthly, monthly or semi-monthly. Some cards can be used only when you are calling FROM Massachusetts.
