LINEN
[ BU does not give you sheets, pillows, blankets or towels. Buy or bring your own. Note: the
mattresses on the beds are “extra long” so standard sheets may not fit.

ALCOHOL.
[ You must be 21 years old or older to have, drink, carry or buy alcohol.
(1 No drinking in common areas: for example, hallways, basement, lounges, elevators.

SMOKING
(d No smoking in any BU building including dormitories, cafeterias, and classroom buildings.

FIRE SAFETY
1 No candles or incense in your room even if you don’t light them.
(1 No rice cookers, air conditioners, space heaters, or microwave ovens.

PROVIDED IN ROOM
[ Desk, chair, bed, and dresser (to hold your clothes)
[ Ethernet ports for Internet acess. Buy or bring your own ethernet cable.
