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GENERAL EDUCATION REQUIREMENTS

All students must fulfill the College of Engineering General Education Requirements in the following manner:
Writing Requirement: All Engineering students are required to satisfy the writing requirement by successfully completing CAS WR 100 and CAS WR 150.

2-course Depth String in either the Humanities or Social Sciences: Students must take two 4-credit courses in either the Humanities or Social Sciences, within the same area/department from
the list of acceptable courses. A course that has one of the listed courses as a prerequisite is also acceptable.

I-course Distribution Requirement: Students must take one course in an area complementary to that in which they have established depth, i.e., if depth is established in the Humanities, the
distribution course must be taken in the Social Sciences; if depth is established in the Social Sciences, the distribution course must be in the Humanities.

I General Education Elective: Students who complete the College of Engineering writing, depth and distribution requirements in 5 courses must take an additional 4-credit course (or 2 two-credit
courses) to satisfy the general education requirement. The elective course work can be chosen from any English, writing, social science, humanities or modern foreign language courses (including
languages) taken in CAS. Students can also choose from the list of pre-approved courses in CFA, COM, SAR, SED, SHA or SMG, which can be found in the Undergraduate Student Handbook.

Core Curriculum: The Core Curriculum is an alternative path to completing the General Education requirements. Students who choose to complete their General Education requirements with the Core

Curriculum or some combination of the Core Curriculum courses should contact the Undergraduate Programs Office in ERB 107 for more information.

A total of at least 6 courses with at least 24 credits are required to complete the General Education Requirements.
