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“It’s easier to imagine the end of the world,” theorist Fredric Jameson once 
remarked, “than to imagine the end of capitalism.” Initially, this imagining took 
a grim and dystopian form: at the height of the financial crisis, with the global 
economy seemingly in full collapse, the end of capitalism looked like it might 
be the beginning of an anarchic and violent period of misery. However, the 
spread of global protests from Cairo and Hong Kong to Wall Street and 
Madrid has shattered this myth of capitalism’s absoluteness by demanding 
that an alternative is not only necessary, but better.
