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BU'’s Archaeology Department is the only distinct, fully constituted department of archaeology within a university in the
United States. Most universitiestreat archaeology as a sub-discipline; we believe that it isadiscipline in its own right, closely
related to, but wholly separate from, the study of anthropology, classics, art history, or history. Our faculty teaches across all
periods and regions, from Prehistoric Europe to Colonial America.

Students have the opportunity to study with faculty in the field and the laboratory to develop professional expertise at the
undergraduate level. Undergraduate majors, graduate students, and faculty interact with one another, formally and informally,
on adaily basis. The Archaeology Department offers B.A., M.A., and Ph.D. degrees. Working with 19 full-time and part-
time faculty members, our students—58 Ph.D. students, 7 M.A. students, and 98 B.A. majors—pursue degrees with
concentrations in Old and New World Prehistoric and Historical Archaeology, including Classical, Mesoamerican,
Geoarchaeology, and Heritage Management specializations. Students have access to geophysical and remote sensing field
equipment to conduct sophisticated research. The department also houses the Journal of Field Archaeology, and the offices of
the Center for Archaeological Studies, and its newsletter, Context.

Professor Mary Beaudry was awarded a Senior Research Fellowship from the Humanities Foundation for a semester-
long research sabbatical.

Professor Christopher H. Roosevelt initiated the Central Lydia Archaeological Survey (CLAS) in 2005, and continued
the new project in 2006 with the help of graduate students from the Department of Archaeology and from universitiesin
Turkey. Supported by a Boston University Special Program for Research Initiation Grant (SPRING) award, the Marion
and Jasper Whiting Foundation, the American Research Institute in Turkey (ARIT), and anonymous donors, CLASisa
landscape archaeol ogy project investigating changes in long-term human activities and paleoenvironmental conditionsin
the important inland territory of western Turkey, known as Lydiain antiquity.

AR 273 Archaeology of the Viking Age explores archaeological evidence of Viking life and culture. Topicsinclude home
life, ships and shipbuilding, trade, warfare, religion, art, and colonization. Students will examine in detail major terrestrial
and underwater archaeological excavationsin Europe, Greenland, and North America. This course, developed by Professor
Mary Beaudry, fulfills department area requirements.

David Cohen Dr. David Cohen received his Ph.D. from Harvard University in 2001 and was recently appointed
Adjunct Assistant Professor of Archaeology. Dr. Cohen isthe managing editor of the Journal of
East Asian Archaeology. Hisareas of interest are Chinese archaeology, state formation and
ethnicity in early Bronze Age China, Pleistocene-Holocene transition in East Asia, and agricultural
origins, methods, and theory.
