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Political scientists explore the concerns and issues that animate public life. Using both humanistic and scientific approaches,
we study how political communities attempt to reconcile the claims of justice, power, liberty, and authority. Drawing on
history, law, economics, psychology, sociology, and philosophy, political scienceis a broadly based social science that shares
the traditional aims of liberal arts education while attempting to come to grips with the major public issues of our time.

Upon graduation, Political Science majors qualify for careersin both the public and private sectors; in local, state, and federal
government; and in business, education, journalism, international organizations, and practical politics. They also pursue post-
graduate study in law and public administration, as well as graduate study in political science.

John Gerring Professor Gerring' s teaching and research interests are in the areas of comparative politics, American
politics, and methodology. In 2005, he accepted invitations to present papers at seven conferences and
invited lectures, from Phoenix, Arizonato Liege, Belgium. Heisamember of the advisor board to
Polity 1V Project; amember of the editorial board for the Journal of Politics; President-elect of
Qualitative Methods (the organized section of the American Political Science Association); and the
editor of Qualitative Methods: Newsletter of the American Political Science Association Organized
Section on Qualitative Methods. Additionally, he is the founder and previous director of the Boston
Network on International Development (BNID), a non-profit organization promoting exchanges among
members of the international development community in the greater Boston area; as well as the co-
founder of the Inter-University Coalition for aHumane Foreign Policy. Professor Gerring is developing
several exciting courses that integrate his research interests in the classroom, including PO 502:
Palitical Analysis, a Primer; PO 521: Governance; and PO 523, Global Justice.
