Application for Teachers of Research Methods
Overview of Application 

Faculty who teach courses where students conduct “research” activities for instructional purposes can obtain approval for all the instructional research activities (called Classroom Protocols) in their classes by submitting this Application.  In submitting the Application, the Faculty assures that he/she understands that only limited types of instructional research activities can be carried out and assures that he/she will not permit any research activities to be conducted as part of the class that fall outside those instructional purposes (i.e., no actual research will be conducted except with formal IRB approval). The Applications are reviewed and approved by the IRB Office .   

The Application must be submitted by the Faculty person teaching the course. In Section 1 of the Application, the Faculty member lists all courses he/she teaches in which instructional research activities are being conducted.  The Faculty person is identified as the PI in Section 2 of the Application. 
The Application is not to be used for instances where students are conducting true research activities with the intent of publishing the data, presenting the data at any scientific meetings, or generalizing the knowledge obtained during the “research” activities.  Approval of this Application covers only the Faculty person listed on the protocol as well as any non-faculty teaching assistants (including graduate students, fellows, etc.) who are teaching in any of the identified courses and are under the direct supervision of the Faculty PI.  Each individual Faculty member who teaches these types of courses must submit an Application (as PI) and obtain approval.   See the Application’s Appendix for examples of allowable classroom and activities and examples of activities that may not be permitted.
In order to obtain approval for a this type of instructional research activity the Faculty PI must:

a. Provide documentation that he/she and all non-faculty teaching assistants involved in the Faculty PI’s courses have successfully completed basic human subjects training.

b. Confirm that he/she and the non-faculty teaching assistants have reviewed the instructional research slides on the IRB website (called “Classroom Protocol”).

c. Complete, sign and submit the Application to IRB office.

E. If any student in my class wishes to conduct research that does not match the criteria above, we will require that project to be approved by the IRB as a separate, individual project.

Appendix:  Additional Instructions

Section 5 “Briefly describe the anticipated assignment for the students”:

Provide a brief description of the research-related activities your students will conduct, who will be the “subjects” for their research activities, and the purpose of the activities.  For example:

 “Each student will conduct a survey with three of their fellow students.  The survey will collect information about the “study subject’s” TV watching habits.  This will teach our students how to conduct a scientific survey and how to objectively obtain survey data.”

Be aware that certain activities are ordinarily not permitted as part of these class-required research activities.  These include activities that are greater than minimal risk to subjects. They cannot use drugs or experimental devices in the activities. Student questionnaires, surveys, and interviews should not involve any personal, sensitive, or incriminating topics or questions that could place subjects at risk (i.e. questions about illegal drug use, sexual activities, illegal behaviors, etc.).  Activities should not involve collection of any information from medical records or review of documents protected under HIPAA or FERPA. Your students are also not permitted to conduct actual research activities as part of a “classroom protocol” (i.e., collect data that will be used in someone’s research).
If your students will be using children (<18 years old) as their “subjects,” describe the research activities clearly and completely.  There are limitations on what types of research activities they can perform with children.  They can simply observe public behavior as long as your students do not participate in the activities they are observing.  And they can perform activities in established or commonly accepted educational settings, involving normal educational practices, such as (i) research on regular and special education instructional strategies, or (ii) research on the effectiveness of or the comparison among instructional techniques, curricula, or classroom management methods.
If you want your students to conduct any research activities listed above as not ordinarily permissible, the IRB reviewer will consider your request and decide whether your students can or cannot engage in the requested activities. 
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
