“Most of things that Professor Russo has been teaching in Starting New Ventures | can go and fit
exactly into what I'm doing with Progenika,” said Chatterjee. The business plan he created analyzed
market entry options, market forces, and possible exit strategies for the product. Chatterjee’s
background helped him leap into the research for Progenika — his PhD is in molecular biology and
biochemistry and he works as a postdoctoral research associate in the Department of Molecular and

Cell Biology at the BU Goldman School of Dental Medicine.

Providing MBA students with educational opportunities and
hands-on experiences through the incubator companies is a
key component of both ITEC and the BU Business Incubator.
These experiences range from individual classroom projects
like Chatterjee’s to multi-semester, interdisciplinary student
teams working with a company on an entry strategy before
the company comes to the U.S.

“At ITEC we can help companies access the U.S. market and at
the same time provide educational and training experiences
for students who come here to learn how to start companies
before they try to do it on their own,” said Rosen.
