Applicants should submit their completed 
application material to:

The program provides an alternative for 
those who do not wish to pursue complete 
degree requirements but who instead desire 
concentrated study in a specialized field.   

 
 
International Students   Upon completion of the required course 

work, usually four courses (16 credits), the 
student will be awarded a Certificate of 
Undergraduate Study in the area of 
concentration.  These certificates are 
independent of degree programs.   

Certificate programs are not appropriate for 
students on a full-time international student 
visas.  Students on a part-time student visa or 
working visa are eligible for this program.  In 
order to comply with the United States 
Immigration Office policies, it is necessary for 
international applicants to provide the 
following items: 

 
Admissions Timetable 
  The Metropolitan College has a rolling 
admissions policy, meaning applications are 
reviewed and acted upon as they are 
completed.  However, students must apply 
for the certificate program before they 
complete a second course for the program.   

• International Student Data Form 
• Test of English as a Foreign Language 

(TOEFL) with a 550 minimum score as 
proof of English proficiency (code 
3108 for TOEFL) 

• Letter of financial support form 
parents, guardian, or sponsor 

 
Prerequisites 

• Authorized financial statement from 
bank (of guardian’s or parent’s 
account, if being sponsored) 

 
Successful completion of high school or 
high school equivalency (GED) is the only 
prerequisite for the certificate program.   • Notarized English translations of all 

the documents not in English  
• Copies of current visa Application Requirements
