Select Agent Transport, I
The meeting was held in the Command & Control Center. 
Morash gave an overview of the key components involved in planning for Select Agent transport at the NEIDL including training sessions that have been held with members of the Boston Police, Fire, EMS and Public Health Commission and discussed the status of emergency response and transport plans.
Morash and Tuohey described and recreated  a December 2010 transportation of a Select Agent. The transportation involved use of a dedicated online communications system (Web EOC) and highly trained transport carriers (FED EX Custom Critical) in the pick-up, transport and delivery from Grafton, Massachusetts to a BSL-3 laboratory on the Medical Campus that was not located at the NEIDL. The event was observed by 1st responders across several city agencies.

Discussion took place on issues around the mechanics of travel, delivery and security when transporting Select Agents. CLC members raised concerns about worse case scenarios such as motor vehicle accidents and driver error. Morash and Tuohey described the systems in place to address these and other concerns including GPS enabled trucks and packaging and ‘customs critical’ training for carriers that transport Select Agents.
