DISCUSSION – CLC MEETING WITH MEMBES OF SAFETY NET

Members discussed their recent meeting with members of Safety Net, Safety Net’s attorneys and City Councilor Chuck Turner and noted that a number of requests were made including, 1) the CLC should give Safety Net equal time at the educational forums to present, 2) the CLC should expand its membership to include additional members from Safety Net, and 3) in addition to the CLC e-mail address on the biosafety lab website, the CLC should provide Safety Net with both a mailing address and phone number they can use to contact members of the 
The CLC listened to the requests and made note that thatSafety Net members have not attended the educational forums.  The CLC invited members of Safety to attend and participate in the open forums prior to further consideration of changing the forum’s format.

UPDATE -  EDUCATIONAL FORUMS
Members discussed the first CLC sponsored educational forum held June 25, 2007. Tuohey and Murphy requested time at the beginning of the next forum to address and clarify some of the issues that came up but were not thoroughly addressed, including 1) the timeline for the Tularemia incidents, 2) the choice of siting for the laboratory 3) and transportation incidents associated with biosafety level 4 laboratories. 
Flynn introduced himself as one of two speakers for the next forum and provided an overview of his role as Assistant Vice President for Facilities Management.  Tuohey mentioned that Ara Tahmassian, the other presenter, was unable to attend the CLC meeting and read a brief bio of his role as Associate Vice President for Research Compliance.

Tuohey provided CLC members with a draft of the presentation for the July forum. Members gave feedback and ideas on ways to sharpen responses to make them more concise and targeted. Battle noted that one of the key issues surrounds a certain degree of mistrust of BU by the community; the community may simply be looking for something that BU does not have an answer for.

MINUTES
Minutes from the June 25, 2007 meeting were reviewed and edited. Motion was made to approve the minutes with edits. Motion passed.

ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS
Meeting Dates

Members agreed with Kozu’s recommendation to change future dates of the monthly CLC meetings so they occur prior to the monthly forums in order to provide more time for members to give feedback to the presenters and have that feedback incorporated into the presentations. Richards will coordinate with the Chair to recommend alternate meeting dates and times.
Membership

Members discussed expanding the size of the CLC. Grove asked for clarification on the origins of the Committee. Richards explained that the group’s existence is built in to the governance structure of the NEIDL Institute through a Boston University Charter.  The Executive Committee of the Institute, and not the CLC, has authority to alter the composition of the group/size.  Richards will work with Murphy who sits on the Executive Committee to make a recommendation to the CLC at the next meeting regarding committee size. .
