Vacation, holiday, sick leave pay and other paid absences are included in salaries and
wages and are claimed on grants, contracts and other agreements as part of the normal cost
for salaries znd wages. Separate claims for the costs of these paid absences are not

made .

1. The rates in this Agreement have been negotiated to weflect the administrative cap
provisions of the revigioms to OMB Circulaxr A-21 published by the Office of Management and
Budget onm May 8, 19986. No xate affecting the institution's fiscal pericds beginning on oxr
after October 1, 1991 contains total administrative cost components in excess of that 26

pexcent cap.

2. For all activities performed in facilities not owned by the organization and to which
rent 1g directly allocated to the project, the off-site rate will apply. Grants or
contracts will not be subject te more than one indirect cost rate. If more than 50% of
the project is performed off-site, the off-site rate will apply to the entire project.

3. Pringe Benefits: Annual fringe benefits rates consisting of retirement expenses, Social
Security Taxes, Tuition Remission, Health Benefits, Dental Plan, Worker's Compensation,
Disability Insurance, Group Life Insurance, Unemployment Insurance, Sabbaticals and BUSM
Campus Patrolman, shall apply to direct salaries and wages in lieu of individual direct
charges. The graduate student fringe benefit rate consists of student health plan costs
only. Fringe benefits consisting of FICA and Worker's Compensation insurance applicable
+o outside consultant services are also approved by this Agreement.

Effective 7/1/99 tuition support for dependents of Boston University employees is no
longer an allowable fringe benefit expense and is not included in the approved rates,

4. Equipment means an article of nonexpendable, tangible perscnal property having a useful
1ife of more than cne year, and an acquisition cost of $5,000 or more pexr unit.

5. This Rate Agreement updates Fringe Benefit Rates only.
