Jaspers’s Collected Works. Dr. Hans Saner, the executor of Jaspers’s literary remains, who 

edited and published many of Jaspers’s posthumous works, informs us that plans for an edition of Jaspers’s collected works are under way. The cooperation of the several publishers of Jaspers’s works has been secured, in particular that of his two major publishers, Piper and Springer. Financing seems to be in place, and an editorial team assembled. Details of the plan will be forthcoming in a later edition of the Proceedings. 

Editorial work on Jaspers’s collected philosophical correspondence has been under way for some time; publication is expected in the near future.
