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CALL FOR PAPERS:

The Karl Jaspers Society of North America and the Hannah Arendt Circle invite paper proposals on the topic: 

“Philosophy, Religion, and Politics”
Owing to the outstanding quality of papers submitted in 2004-2005, the executive committees of both KJSNA and HAC invite proposals on the same topic for presentation at the annual meetings of the American Philosophical Association in 2005 and 2006. The December (2005) meeting of Eastern Division will be in New York (New York Hilton), the March (2006) meeting of the Pacific Division will be in Portland, Oregon, and the April (2006) meeting Central Division will be in Chicago (Palmer House).

Special attention will be given to paper proposals dealing with, but not limited to, the philosophies of Jaspers and Arendt, and to proposals addressing religious values, beliefs, and ideologies as they have a bearing on social and political philosophy and theology. Such proposals might address such topics as radical evil in Kant, the banality of evil in Arendt, WMD in Jaspers, the prophetic consciousness in Reinhold Niebuhr, various aspects of  “Just War Theory” and “Stateless Terrorism,” and the changing faces of liberalism and conservatism in our time.

Both KJSNA and HAC plan to launch an “on-line” publication project in conjunction with the site containing the papers of the 20th World Congress of Philosophy.  Papers delivered in 2004-2006 will be considered for posting at this site.
