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The “Glossary of Mining Geology™ in-
tends to fill a gap existing In the field
of economic geclogy. It can be used as
a reference book and as a short intro-
duction to foreign terminology. It containg
about twohundred terms which are defined
in English, Spanish, French and German.
Whenever a genetic meaning is involved
an attempt was made to word It accord-
ing to a modern approach or to remove

one-sided connotations forcing the obsery-
er to make premature observations before
he understands the context of an ora de-
posit. A complete index in four languages
and an extensive appendix raise the value
of the Glossary as a reference book.

In these different ways the Glossary is
a significant contribution to the field of
mining geoclogy and mineral exploration.
The author masters the four languages

and derives his professional experience
from mine and exploration work and from
teaching or lecturing in four continents,
He graduated from the Swiss Federal In-
gtitute of Technology, worked for varias
mining companies and taught at the Uni-
varsity of Missouri, School of Mines and
Metallurgy; presently he Is Professor and
Director of the Institute of Mineralogy
and Petrology at Heidelberg.
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
