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LUNAR EXPLORATIONS

The United States final moon
landing. last December’s Apollo
17 mission, was more scientif-
ically oriented than any of the
five previous lunar expeditions.
For the first time. a professional
geologist, Dr. Harrison H.
Schmitt, was an active member

of the crew. His close-up observa-
tions were eagerly awaited by
earthbound scientists, who later
proclaimed the last Apollo mis-
sion the most scientifically
rewarding of all.

As a result of Apollo’s six suc-
cessful landings on Earth's
closest neighbor in space. man-
kind’s knowledge of the moon
and its geology has been expand-
ed a hundredfold. But how
much. if any, will that knowl-
edge help geologists understand
our own planet?
