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The Senior Acting Thesis

What is a Senior Acting Thesis?  

A senior acting thesis is your chance to showcase YOU YOURSELF AS YOU WOULD LIKE TO BE KNOWN AND SEEN.  This is a 15-25-minute program.  YOU select the material; YOU direct yourself; YOU get the stage pretty much all to yourself; YOU get to be the master of your own destiny.

You may choose material that:

· you love

· you’ve never had the opportunity to do

· you feel is really “you”

· you feel shows you off to your best commercial potential

· you feel shows off your most ambitious artistic potential

· you feel will blow the audience away.

A senior acting thesis MUST contain

· A classical (pre-Ibsen) comic monologue

· A classical serious monologue

· A modern or contemporary (post-Ibsen) comic  monologue

· A modern/contemporary serious monologue

· A monologue from a historical person, in the 1st person voice, from the words or works of that person

· A piece from non-dramatic literature, such as poetry or fiction

· A short movement piece which communicates a story or moment without the use of words

· A 2 or 3 character scene, comic or serious, that features the character you wish to play.

The thesis MAY contain one “wild card,” such as:

· A musical piece

· A  piece that expresses your idea of the future of acting and performance

· Or another thing of your own choosing, approved by me.
