Public Relations students are limited to a total of four CM 471 internship units through the departmental internship coordinator and another four
units of CM 471 internship through a BU Study Abroad Program. No more than eight units of CM 471 internship can count toward the degree. In
instances where students complete eight CM 471 internship units as described here, four of those units can count toward the Public Relations
Program Requirements and the other four units of CM 471 internship will count as general electives toward the total unit number required for

graduation.

Only eight units of each of the following courses can count toward the 128 units required for a degree: CM 471, CM 473/474/580/581, CM 474.
Please note that students cannot double major, nor major and minor, between any combination of Advertising, Media Science and Public

Relations.

If you have taken a course under the previous course number/title, it counts toward the new number/title and cannot be taken again, as this

would be a duplication of work.
