Where else can you take that passionate 
love for the strange quirks of our universe? Mika McKinnon will 
share her experience with film sets, daily news, and social me-
dia to entice you into science communication beyond publish-
ing journal articles. Between telling tales from behind the 
scenes of consulting for television, running the gauntlet of pay-
per-click journalism, and managing a daily science news site 
for half a million readers, McKinnon offers a realistic look at 
both the joys of doing science in public and the pitfalls lurking 
to catch unwary scientists jumping into the public sphere. 
 
This will be a practical talk focused on the current economic cli-
mate for working in science communication, with advice on how 
to get started, build on your current successes, develop new 
opportunities, and find a balance point between research and 
communication.
