

BU BIRCWH BUDGET JUSTIFICATION
SCHOLAR COSTS
Scholar Name (9 calendar months annually) 
· Brief discussion of the Scholar’s titles, expertise, and responsibilities for the proposed K12 program (ex: executing and overseeing the proposed research project, regulatory oversight, data analysis, etc). 

· A maximum of $100,000 in direct salary cost per year may be requested. Therefore, a maximum base salary of $150,000 should be used for calculations assuming 75% effort (9 calendar months). 

· Proceduralists may request 50% effort (6 calendar months) with a maximum base salary of $200,000. 
· 29.4% federal BU fringe rate for a professional.

PERSONAL DEVELOPMENT & RESEARCH EXPENSES

Up to $50,000 annually may be used to support the Scholar’s professional development and research expenses.  Non-allowable costs include food, consultants, mentor salary support, and/or other faculty co-investigators.
