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A case report is presented to describe the process for retraining a patient injured at C5-6 with an ASIA impairment scale classification of D.  Prior to training, the patient was using a rolling walking in the home.  The patient received 45 sessions of body weight supported treadmill training.  At the conclusion of training, the patient had improved walking speed using only a cane for community mobility.  This result paralleled other results in the literature.


The value of this study is presentation of an algorithm for making decisions on individual patients on the progression of locomotor training.  The study demonstrated the value of the Functional Independence Measure (FIM) in charting the patient’s progression.  In this case, at the start, the patients FIM score was 24 points out of a total of 51 points.  At the conclusion, the patient’s score was 75 out of 91 points. 
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
