Course Description:
Students are taught basic boxing skills — offense and defense. Fourteen punches are taught, and defense
for all punches.

Guard, stance, and footwork are covered along with extensive physical conditioning: running, body
weight exercises, focus pad training, and offensive and defensive sparring drills to give a well-rounded
boxing workout.
