You	should	prepare	a	1-2	(single-spaced)	summary	of	your	project,	which	briefly	outlines	the	
major	goal(s)	of	the	proposed	work	and	the	potential	significance	of	your	project;	it	should	include	
a	 short	 description	of	 the	 methods	 that	 you	 plan	 to	 use	 to	 perform	 the	 research,	 and	 an	
approximate	 timetable	 for	 carrying	 out	 the	 project.		 You	 should	 also	 submit	 a	 preliminary	
bibliography.	Students	should	consult	with	their	advisor	to	establish	specific	expectations.
