	Pre Lesson

	Classroom discussion on WEB Dubois as a person and Civil Rights activist. We also discussed his supposed ties to Communism and exile.



	Lesson Goals


	The students will read “the Credo” of Darkwater and establish a purpose for DuBois’s beliefs. They will also write their own Credos to be discussed and hung in the classroom

In groups of four, students will have read Chapter 1 for homework- “The Shadow of Years” . Students will create a timeline of the life of DuBois by using this timeline. These will be presented in class along with a discussion.

Finally, each student will work independently to analyze “the Credo” and discuss the logos and pathos of “the Credo” in a timed writing. Students will be given 40 minutes to complete this task.
