Boston University School of Theology Student Awarded Rappaport Summer Public Policy Fellowship to Work in Massachusetts Government Agencies


A Boston University School of Theology student will spend the summer working in a key state agency as a Rappaport Public Policy Fellow. Shaunesse’ Jacobs will join a cohort of twenty graduate students and was chosen from a field of almost 200 applicants. Rappaport Public Policy Fellows represent fourteen schools from seven universities. 
Now in its twenty-first year, the Rappaport Public Policy Fellowship is a unique program that gives talented young graduate students throughout greater Boston the opportunity to help public officials address key problems and, in doing so, to learn more about how public policy is created and implemented. Data shows that Rappaport fellows are far more likely than their peers to stay in the Boston area and work in the public sector after graduation.   
The fellowship is funded and administered by Harvard's Rappaport Institute for Greater Boston, which strives to improve the governance of the region by strengthening connections between scholars, students, officials, and civic leaders.

Working with Secretary Elizabeth Chen's office and the Office for Elder Affairs, Shaunesse’ will research the strategies, opportunities, and obstacles to creating a bridge curriculum between home health aides and certified nursing assistants. This research, building on the research that has already occurred, will inform policy a policy strategy to implement the bridge curriculum to increase entry into nursing professions.

In addition to working full-time for their host agencies, the fellows will participate in weekly seminars and meet-ups to learn more about key issues in the region and discuss progress on their projects. At many of these sessions, they will be joined by 12 law students who are working in similar fellowships via a program run by the Rappaport Center for Law and Public Policy at Boston College Law School.

Both Harvard’s Rappaport Institute for Greater Boston and Boston College's Rappaport Center for Law and Public Policy were founded and funded by the Phyllis and Jerome Lyle Rappaport Charitable Foundation, which promotes emerging leaders in Greater Boston. 
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
